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Nine Instructional Strategies most likely to improve student achievement

1. Identifying similarities and differences

2. Summarizing and note taking

3. Reinforcing effort and providing recognition

4. Homework and practice

5. Nonlinguistic representations

6. Cooperative learning

7. Setting objectives and providing feedback

8. Generating and testing hypotheses

9. Cues, questions, and advance organizers

Book Study Procedures:
1. Everyone reads the book.  Think about how to carry out the book study at your site.

2. Instructional staff members have been assigned to work with groups in developing discussion items.

3. Designated leaders will lead the discussion on the chapters assigned.  Provide a write-up to guide the discussion.  This can be a narrative, bulleted lists, outline, etc.

4. Everyone participates in the book discussion.

5. Teachers model strategies during faculty PD meetings.
